CURRICULUM
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The building we now occupy was originally opened in 1971. After a number of years as a Primary School, and then a Middle School, it was established as Holy Name Catholic Primary School in 1989.

The school is situated opposite the Holy Name Church on Otley Old Road, and it primarily serves the Parish Community. Details of the official catchment area can be obtained from the school. At the time of publication we have 207 pupils on roll. (May 2010)

We work closely with the families of our pupils and with the parishioners to ensure that they achieve their full potential spiritually, academically, morally, physically, emotionally, behaviourally and creatively. Our hope is that children leaving the school will be able to contribute to society in a positive, active manner, within a Christian context.

Facilities

We are blessed with several advantageous facilities in the building. These include a dedicated Library, an ICT Suite and a Stage. In 2005 a new Reception Area was created to improve administrative space and security. In 2007 a new Staffroom was created in the centre of the building and improvements were made to two classrooms in the lower KS2 area.  In 2009 the Year 5 classroom was modernised. The building is well maintained and decorated. 

Attached to the grounds is a large playing field that is used for sports training and for tournaments, sports days, football matches etc. The Governors have installed additional fencing around this field during 2006 so that even more use can be made of it. The playground was refurbished in 2008 and a shade sail was added in 2009.  A wildlife pond has been created at the back of the school for educational and conservation reasons. A small vegetable and flower garden has been created and is tended by children in the summer with the help of staff and parents.

We have taken positive steps in recent years to address the inclusive requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act, both in our building and our systems. We have a dedicated wheelchair lift and toilet and hygiene room for those needing disabled facilities.

The Curriculum

Parents are the prime educators of their children and also have first responsibility for introducing their children to the teachings of Jesus Christ. Teachers, Classroom Assistants and all other staff work with and support parents in this duty, whilst attempting to ensure that all children receive a broad, balanced, inclusive, relevant and differentiated education. At present the National Curriculum consists of five Core Subjects. These are RE, Literacy, Numeracy, Science and ICT (Information & Communications Technology). History, Geography, Art, Music, PE, PSHCE and DT (Design Technology) make up the rest of the statutory curriculum. 

Any parent interested in the details of the teaching of these subjects can obtain a Policy from the Office.

Religious Education

[image: image3.wmf]This is a Catholic school and all rites and ceremonies are those of the Catholic Church. The practice of our Faith is fundamental to the life of the school.

Religious Education is given according to the doctrines and practices of the Catholic Church. The school follows the Diocesan approved syllabus (The Way, the Truth and the Life). The school works closely with the Parish and welcomes frequent visits by the priests – who are wholly involved in the spiritual and administrative life of the school. In addition to Masses in school the children join the Parish in Church on major feast days.

A variety of liturgical celebrations and assemblies take place appropriate to the age of the children.

The other major religions of the world…… Islam, Sikhism, Buddhism, Judaism and Hinduism are positively acknowledged within our curriculum and their traditions and beliefs are taught.  Visits are made by children in KS2 to other religions’ places of worship as part of the RE Curriculum.  Children who practice these religions are welcomed in our school and their families are encouraged to take an active part in the life of the school.  

A highlight for Year 5 pupils is the annual residential retreat to Myddelton Lodge in Ilkley.

PSHCE (Personal, Social, Health and Citizenship Education)

[image: image4.wmf]The Bishops of England and Wales have requested that our children 

be given guidance in the whole area of Personal Relationships.

Sex Education is the joint responsibility of home and school.  It forms a specific part of the curriculum in Year 5, taking the form of a series of lessons on Adolescence/Puberty.  Parents are invited into school annually for an information evening on the content of these lessons.

A specific Drugs Education Programme takes place in the Summer term for Year 6. Parents will have access to the materials used beforehand.

The programme we use has been approved by the Governors of the school.

Citizenship is taught to all children through our PSHCE Programme of Study. Among the many visits made by children outside school is an annual trip by Year 6 pupils to the House of Commons to meet our local MP. 

[image: image5.wmf]Swimming lessons are provided for the children in Year 4. If individuals do not manage to attain the recommended KS2 target of 25m in Year 4, we can make arrangements for them to continue swimming on a weekly basis (in Year 5) until they do, though this is obviously something we discuss with parents, and do not insist on, unless the child is keen.
School Council

We have an elected School Council. This Body meets approximately once every half-term to help the Headteacher, Governors and other staff decide on matters which directly affect the pupils. The Council Members have a budget given to them, and in the past they have spent money on playground games/equipment and the improvement of Pupil Toilets. They have also been directly involved in the production of our Healthy Schools Action Plan, Behaviour Code, Discipline Policy, and playground development.  They helped review our lunchtime supervision provision. They sometimes even help the governors to appoint staff. 

Elections for the 12 Seats are held every September. All children in school are represented by the children who serve on it.
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Assessment and evaluation is at the heart of much that we do in our school. It is there to help us monitor the progress of children and the achievements of the school in general. It helps us to find ways in which we can get better, and your children can learn more easily.  All pupils are formally assessed against a ten-level National Curriculum Scale of Achievement throughout their time in school.  Typically, a child is expected to advance one level every two to three years.

Statutory Standardised Assessment Tests (SATs) take place at the end of Key Stage 1 (Year 2) and at the end of Key Stage 2 (Year 6) and additional Optional SATs are set in Years 1, 3, 4 and 5. Parents are not normally informed of the Optional SAT results unless they specifically ask.

We have included our most recent statutory SAT results in this Prospectus. These results will enable you to make comparisons between the school and national averages. Though they are very good, it is worth pointing out that these results only reflect a part of what we aim to achieve. We hope that you will agree that judging a school involves more than just test results.

Targets

The school set challenging targets for KS2 SATs results in May 2009. These are as follows:

In addition to the statutory target setting indicated above, all children are involved in formal shorter-term target setting on a termly basis. This involves them individually sitting with their teacher to look through their work and to identify areas for improvement. Informal target setting takes place even more regularly. All children are tracked through the school in Maths and English for monitoring purposes.

This tracking is used to inform our planning and teaching.

Provisions for Children with Special Needs

We always aim to provide an inclusive environment in which children with specific learning needs or physical disability receive additional support to enable them to participate fully in the educational experience.  Ramps and a lift in and around school give access to all parts.  We have a dedicated Hygiene / Toilet Room for use by pupils and adults with mobility difficulties.

In line with the Disability Discrimination Act (DDA), we are positive about inclusion and we want to do all we can to make disabled pupils, parents and staff feel welcome, and take part fully in all aspects of school life. The school takes steps to ensure that DDA is taken into account in all new building projects.

The school makes use of a number of outside agencies including the Educational Psychologist, Speech Therapist, Nurse, and Occupational Therapist. 

In keeping with the 1993 Education Act, the emphasis at our school is on children with SEN being taught in the classroom, by the class teacher, supported as appropriate by Special Needs Assistants. The school makes use of all agencies, which are able to offer support and professional advice.

Children are formally assessed in the Reception Class (Foundation Stage Profiling) to identify individual needs in the Early Years of their education as well as to establish a baseline entry point for each individual, against which future progress can be measured. 

Parents are encouraged to become involved with their child’s learning and to liaise with the Inclusion Manager and the class teacher with regards their child’s Individual Education Programme (IEP).

The Governor responsible for the monitoring of SEN in school is Mrs K Burton. She is happy to discuss any matter with parents concerning SEN provision.

Homework

Homework is encouraged at Holy Name School, where we regard it as a way in which parents can develop a meaningful partnership with the school and actively participate in their child’s learning. Homework is given to affirm prior learning, extend prior learning or initiate learning.

[image: image7.wmf]Younger children are asked to undertake such homework as reading, learning of spellings, multiplication tables etc. They may sometimes be asked to undertake simple research projects. 

More formal homework is set in Years 4, 5 and 6 appropriate to the age and ability of the child, to further develop their study skills, self-motivation and positive work habits in preparation for Secondary school. A Home Studies Planner is provided for each child in Year 6. Year 6 are encouraged to keep a record of their attendance in these planners. 

During Autumn 2008 we introduced a form of homework called ‘Learning Logs’. These exercises and tasks allow children to demonstrate their creativity and individual abilities to a far greater degree than has been possible in the past. Parents are encouraged to support children in the production of these.

Trips, Visits and Visitors – Charges for School Activities

[image: image8.wmf]We feel that children gain a great deal from first hand experience. With this in mind we often arrange for children to spend time out of the school on trips and visits to places of interest linked to their topics of study. 

Where the school organises curriculum related activities which involve costs above those normally met out of the school budget (e.g. travel expenses, admission fees, residential fees, tuition expenses) parents are invited to make an economic contribution to cover this additional expenditure.  These contributions are voluntary, however where insufficient contributions are received to cover costs, the activity may have to be cancelled and any contributions refunded.

The children in Year 6 look forward to a week long residential at Buckden House, in Buckden. All risk assessments are made prior to the trip and the LA is informed and written approval always obtained. The Governing Body also approves the activities annually. Parents are given as much opportunity as possible to inform themselves of the implications. No child is obliged to go, but nearly all do…. And they love it!

As mentioned earlier, we also take Year 6 to London for a day, to meet their local MP and to see some of the tourist sights.

At the end of Year 5, pupils attend a Retreat Experience at Myddleton Lodge in Ilkley. They spend much of the year raising money to pay for this experience.
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If pupils wish to learn a woodwind instrument (horn, flute, trombone, saxophone), or guitar or violin they can do so for a competitive charge. If parents opt for this choice, they should understand that the lessons will take place during school time in most circumstances.

Charitable Donations

The school engages in a variety of fund-raising activities for appropriate charities at various times during the school year. We usually find that parents, parishioners and children are very generous when contributing to these efforts.

School Improvement Fund

Parents of all pupils are asked on an annual basis to contribute towards the school’s building fund. Details are given to parents each year, but basically we ask for a minimum of £30 per child per year. We need to do this because as a voluntary aided school we are expected to pay a 10% contribution towards any capital building project. We ask you to support this scheme within your capabilities.

Pastoral Care

The school aims to create a caring, welcoming environment where all – pupils, parents, staff or visitors can feel secure, valued and welcome.  The safety and welfare of each child is of fundamental importance.

The Head Teacher’s responsibility for pastoral care is delegated to both teaching and support staff.  The class teacher is the person immediately responsible for the child’s welfare.  She/He works closely with colleagues to ensure that the level of pastoral care is of the highest order.

Close contact between school and home is considered vital and parents are encouraged to contact the school at any time by email (See Head’s address at the front of the prospectus), by letter, by telephone or by visit, for matters of a more immediate or urgent nature.

In case of accident or illness the school operates an emergency telephone link with parents.  For this reason we ask you to ensure that any change in your contact details is notified to the School Office.

There is a 15 minute morning playtime for everyone, and KS1 have a similar break in the afternoon.

Start of School
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There is no supervision in the playground before school. To help ensure the safety of the children it is important that pupils are not on the school premises too early in the morning. Children who enter the school grounds more than ten minutes before the beginning of the school day should be under the direct supervision of an adult.

The school places a great deal of importance on good time-keeping and we rely on parents to support us by ensuring that their child arrives at school before the school bell is sounded and doors are open for 8.55am. Pupils line up on the yard with their class teacher. 

End of School

The staff are very careful not to release children going home in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 from their supervision until they are collected by an adult.  

All other children should meet the person collecting them in the playground.  If parents are unavoidably delayed it is important that they contact the school to let us know.  Once aware of the situation, the class teacher will ask the pupil to remain in their classroom for approximately ten minutes.  After that time the child will be asked to wait in the area immediately outside the School Office until collected.

We have a private childcare facility in the school called ‘CHIPMUNKS’. Parents may make arrangements with the staff in this facility (Charlotte Boyle 07736 276097) who care for children from 7.45am to 8.55am each day, and after school from 3.15pm – 6.00pm.  Parents interested in using either facility should contact the school or the club managers directly. 

School Transport

We are very lucky to be located on a convenient Yellow Bus route. Several pupils use the service, and timetables are available from www.generationm.co.uk  or at the school office, and are included in this pack. 
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Security

All external doors to the school are locked during the school day but give easy exit for pupils in case of an emergency evacuation. There is a security fence around the perimeter of the playground that is secured during the school day.  During this time access is strictly confined to the Main Entrance, and all visitors are asked to register their presence in a Visitors Book. 

Lunchtimes

Hot meals are provided on the school premises.  These meals conform to all the most recent legislation and guidance on nutrition. We operate a cafeteria system that offers a choice of three main courses (one of these is always vegetarian) and three desserts, always including fresh fruit.  Please ask at the Office for information on charges and sample menus.  
Free school meals are available for some children.  Please contact the school office for further details.  
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Alternatively, children may bring packed lunches.  Packed lunches should be brought in a named box.  Water is available, but non-fizzy drinks may be brought in a plastic container. Please do your best to send a packed lunch that is nutritionally balanced and healthy.

Two weeks written notice is required should you want to alter your child’s lunchtime arrangements.

Our team of lunchtime staff supervise the children.  The same high standards of behaviour are expected at lunchtime as during the rest of the school day.  The school reserves the right to ask parents to remove their child from the school premises during the lunch period in cases of persistent bad behaviour.

Water

We believe that children and adults should have ready access to drinking water at all times during the school day. Medical research has shown that maintaining fluid levels in the body can help with mental functioning, as well as assisting the digestive systems of the body. The school has fitted water fountains around the building, and we allow children to bring a bottle/flask of water into the classroom, to drink at convenient moments in the day.

The School Year

The Holy Name School year is arranged in accordance with the agreed Diocesan / LA school calendar, copies of which are produced annually and are available from the school’s Office.

There are normally 5 Training Days during any one year. Children do not attend school on these days.

Attendance

In accordance with government regulations we are required to inform you that during 2008-2009 we had a 95.7% attendance record at our school. This figure is well above national averages and exceeds the targets set for us by the Local Authority. 

Absence from School

Despite our exceptional record on attendance, we are committed to even improving on this achievement and have a dedicated member of staff responsible for ensuring that unexplained absences are accounted for. 

We ask parents to let us know by email, telephone, note or in person, the reason for a child’s absence from school. When the school does not receive a reason for an absence it has to enter in the school’s records as an ‘unauthorised’ absence.

Parents should make their request in writing to the school if they wish to take their child on holiday during term time. We have specific forms for this purpose. The Headteacher is the only person who can authorise an absence in advance.

If your child has a hospital or dental appointment during school hours, please let us know in advance. Parents may not remove their children from school without informing the class teacher and signing them out at the office.

School Organisation

Throughout the school, children are organised into mixed ability classes according to age.

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Discipline

At Holy Name we encourage high standards of behaviour in all our children to ensure the right of teacher to teach and child to learn.  There is a whole school policy on behaviour. It depends on a positive and motivational approach. The success of this policy relies on parents discussing and reinforcing the need for 
good behaviour with their children.

The class teacher, then senior members of staff deal with most breaches of discipline in school.  In certain circumstances parents may be contacted and involved in the strategies to resolve a problem.

We have an incentive scheme (Reward Points) in school, which enables teachers and other staff to reward good behaviour, effort, attitude, manners etc. Details of this scheme can be obtained from school.

Occasionally, (very rarely in Holy Name) a fixed period lunch time exclusion or fixed period full exclusion may be deemed necessary by the Headteacher to help a child understand the gravity of not complying with school rules, disrupting the learning of others or behaving in an aggressive manner. Parents are asked to support the school if this happens.

Bullying

We recognise that bullying and/or ill-treatment can occur in any school and we aim to deal with incidents quickly and effectively.  Any worries of either a parent or child will be taken seriously and acted upon.

Racist / Homophobic Behaviour

Our school does not tolerate racist (or homophobic) behaviour, language or attitudes. We promote the ethos of an inclusive society in which all faiths and backgrounds are recognised and celebrated for their individual characteristics and benefits to the community as a whole. 

All staff are required to inform the Headteacher of any racist incidents and these are recorded and the LEA informed for statistical purposes. Parents are normally informed if their child is either a victim or perpetrator of a racist incident.

Complaints Procedure

In the case of a complaint by a parent about any aspect of the curriculum or a related matter, the Governing Body has endorsed the formal complaints procedure established by the Local Education Authority.

a) The complaint should be discussed formally with the Headteacher and staff of the school.

b) If not resolved, the matter should be referred in writing to the Chair of the Governing Body.

c) If still not resolved, the matter should be referred in writing to the Local Authority.

Mobile Phones

In the interests of security and safety, we do not allow children to bring mobile phones to school. We make one exception to this rule, and that is when the children go to London for the day. Even then, the children are not allowed to have their phone switched on, and may only use it in an emergency situation.
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All children wear a simple and easily obtainable indoor school uniform.  No parents are precluded from obtaining this for financial reasons, as the school will attempt to give appropriate assistance where necessary.

A separate guide to our uniform policy, is included in this pack. We would appreciate all pupils complying with this policy. Where a child is not wearing the uniform as detailed in the guidance a letter will be sent to parents asking them to comply.

Jewellery
For Health and Safety reasons the wearing of jewellery is not allowed in school. Children do not need to wear neck chains, bracelets, pendants etc. 

The only exception to this rule that we can make is the wearing of studs in ears. Though it is important to point out to parents that even these pose a health and safety risk. 

In PE children should not wear any jewellery. It should be removed by them and replaced by them. Teachers cannot take the responsibility for this.
Parent Teacher Consultation Meetings
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There is an opportunity for parents to meet with their child’s class teacher on a formal basis each term.  During the first half of the Autumn Term, parents can use this meeting to discuss with the teacher how their child has settled in their new class.  This is followed by a similar meeting in the Spring Term - when parents can discuss their child’s progress with the teacher and agree targets for the rest of the year.

Towards the end of the Summer Term, time is made available for parents to discuss their child’s end of year Report with the class teacher.

Parents are, naturally, welcome at any time to discuss their child with the class teacher, though it is advisable to make an appointment.

Parent Helpers in School

Parents (Grandparents and friends) have a wealth of talents and an important part to play in the education process.  They are encouraged to come into school and, under the direction of the class teacher, to work in the classrooms with groups of children at appropriate times.

In addition, the assistance that parent volunteers can give with ‘Out of School’ activities and visits is most valuable and ensures these educational activities can be planned with confidence, knowing that an appropriate level of adult supervision will be available.

All persons working in our school are required to undergo a check under CRB (Criminal Records Bureau) procedures.

Making an Application

Reception (2011)

Admission to the school will be decided on the criteria set out in our Admissions Policy. There are two Forms (Common Preference Form & Supplementary Information Form) which must be obtained from school or the LEA. 

The CPF should be completed and returned directly to Education Leeds by 15th January 2011. 

The SIF must be returned directly to school by 15th January 2011.
Applicants are advised to put Holy Name as their first choice on the CPF. This form will be dealt with by Education Leeds in their coordination of the process. You should also list a second and third choice, so that in the event of you not being offered a place with us, you will at least have a ‘back-up’ that you have thought about.

Parents will be advised of the outcome of their application by 20th April 2011. Unsuccessful applicants will be given reasons for this and advised as to the appeal process if they are not happy with the alternative offered by the LEA.

Admission forms and some further details about the process are available online. Please ask for the website address in school.

Other Year Groups: 
Applications for year groups OTHER THAN reception 2011 should be made on a separate form which can be obtained from the school. If a place is available, it will be offered, whether a child is a Catholic or not. Acceptance of an offer is required in writing within two weeks, and a child is given a date for admission at that time. If the child does not occupy the place on the date given, the offer becomes void, and the place can be offered to someone else. We do not have a waiting list. The LA is not involved in these applications.
