Karen Burton – Fundraising Ideas

Karen kindly spent some time looking into various fundraising ideas:-
Recipe Book – This idea seemed very popular with the Committee. Production costs quoted were approximately £5.85 to £5.50 depending on how many we decide to purchase.  Clare thought it would be a good idea in the first instance to see if any parents within the school were in the printing business who may be able to get us some additional discount on the production cost.

Bag2School – Another very good idea which will raise funds with no outlay from the PTA.
