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UNIFORM GUIDANCE
Boys

· School Jumper (With ‘Together In Faith’ badge)

· Dark Grey Trousers or Shorts

· White Shirt (Long or short sleeve)

· School Tie 

· KS1 may wear either elasticated or tied.

· KS2 will be encouraged to wear a tied tie.

· In summer the boys will be expected to bring a jumper to school. They will be allowed to remove their jumper if they feel too hot during the day.

· In summer boys have the option of wearing a purple school polo shirt (with ‘Together in Faith’ badge).

· Grey socks

· Indoor footwear must be black (Plimsoles will be encouraged, but trainers, sandals or shoes will be allowed)

· Outdoor footwear does not have to be black, but this will be encouraged. 

· Other than the colour, footwear design will be the choice of parents, subject to the following criteria:

· They must not have heels higher than 4cm.

· They must not be boots (The glove of the shoe must not go above the ankle by more than 2cm)

· The school must consider them safe for a child to wear during the normal activities expected to take place in a school day. (ie: running on the playground)

· For PE, boys will be expected to wear a white polo shirt and black shorts. They should have a pair of trainers for outdoor PE in the summer.

Girls

· School Jumper or Cardigan (With ‘Together In Faith’ badge)
· Dark Grey Trousers (straight and plain with grey socks) OR Dark Grey Skirt (knee length & white socks) OR Dark Grey Pinafore. (white socks, knee length or ankle)
· A pair of Dark Grey tights may be worn if desired.
· White blouse/shirt (Long or short sleeve)
· School Tie
· KS1 may wear either elasticated or tied.

· KS2 will be encouraged to wear a tied tie.

· In summer the girls will be allowed to wear a purple ‘close checked’ dress which can be obtained from various high street retailers (white socks to be worn with this dress). A school cardigan should be worn over this. As an alternative girls may wear a purple school polo shirt (with ‘Together in Faith’ badge). 
· If girls choose to remain in the winter uniform during the summer, they will still be expected to bring their jumper or cardigan to school. They will be allowed to remove their jumper or cardigan if they feel too hot during the day.
· Indoor footwear must be black (plimsoles will be encouraged, but trainers, sandals or shoes will be allowed)

· Outdoor footwear does not have to be black, but this will be encouraged. 

· Other than the colour, footwear design will be the choice of parents, subject to the following criteria:

· They must not have heels higher than 4cm.

· They must not be boots (The glove of the shoe must not go above the ankle by more than 2cm)

· The school must consider them safe for a child to wear during the normal activities expected to take place in a school day. (ie: running on the playground)

· For PE, girls will be expected to wear a white polo shirt and black shorts or skirt (knee length). They should have a pair of trainers for outdoor PE in the summer.
OTHER ITEMS:

· A School Fleece (Black) is available from Rawcliffes or APC. This is not an essential item.
· Ties, Book Bags and dresses are available from school, Rawcliffes or APC.
· Trousers, pinafores, socks, skirts, shorts, shirts and blouses can be purchased from any source as long as they comply with this policy.
NOTES:

1. The ‘Summer Uniform’ option will be allowed from the beginning of the Summer Term, to the end of the first Autumn half-term. Children may continue to wear the same clothes they have worn in the Winter and Spring months, if they wish to do so. 

2. Sweatshirts are not allowed.

3. Make-up or nail varnish is not allowed in school.
    5.    Long hair should be tied back with either a headband or clips. These should be of a single colour   preferable, black, white or purple, to complement the school uniform.

6.  Jumpers and Cardigans must have the school ‘Together in Faith’ crest on the chest. No other jumper or cardigan will be allowed. 

7. School Jumpers and cardigans will be readily available from Rawcliffes or APC. 
8. Children attending Holy Name School will be expected to comply with the above guidance. 

9.. The Governing Body has a right to determine the school uniform. The Headteacher is charged with enforcement, but it is not possible to force parents or pupils to comply with the uniform policy. All we can do, is ask for your support and cooperation in our efforts to develop in your children – through the wearing of a standardised uniform - a sense of pride in the school, self-esteem, personal discipline and personal independence.
